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ARTIST OVERVIEW

Girl Howdy is high-energy retro-twang honkytonk music served up fresh! Delivering tight vocal
harmonies, spare yet punchy arrangements, and an infectious honkytonk groove, the band has been a
favorite at festivals, concerts and dances throughout the Northeast since 2001. Girl Howdy's lineup
includes Paula Bradley on piano, Rose Sinclair on steel guitar, and Betsy-Dawn (BeeDee) Williams on
acoustic rhythm guitar, Billy Nadeau on drums and Brian Rost on upright bass.

Girl Howdy grew out of Sunday afternoon jam
sessions between the gals with deep backgrounds
in traditional music who share a love of the
heartfelt lyrics and straightforward melodies of
hardcore classic honkytonk music. Adding in a
rhythm section on bass & drums filled out their
sound and gave it that dancehall-punch. Drawing
on their combined rich repertoires, Girl Howdy
performs songs from such legends as Hank
Williams, Kitty Wells, Webb Pierce, Loretta Lynn,
Porter Waggoner, the Davis Sisters and George
Jones, as well as from bluegrass giants the Stanley
Brothers and Bill Monroe, giving classic honkytonk
their own spirited imprint.
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In 2006, Girl Howdy released their first CD, a self-produced EP entitled “It’'s Honky Tonk Time” to rave
reviews. Additionally, their main stage performance at the 2006 Rhythm and Roots Festival has been
captured on a FestivalLink CD.
